of projects & activities. On Fri. evening. we end the evening with

a closing night of sharing & praises as a recap of our week
long service/ministry.
Sat., Jan. 16 Depart Honduras and arrive in San Antonio, Texas late that night.

What will we do at
Casa de Ester?

Our team will travel from
Oak Hills Church to Hondu-
ras for 8 days. We will build
relationships and minister to
young ladies and teens who
have been victims of trauma,
abuse, and neglect. Our time
is spent at CDE serving; on
Wednesday evening, our
team will spend a few hours
of fellowship with the girls of
Casa Legado, an extension of
CDE for those girls who are
working / going to school
from their downtown home.
